Psalm 46: 11a 
 

This quote from Psalm 46 (the Psalm upon which the hymn A Mighty Fortress is our God is based, by the 

way) is now almost exclusively used in connection with a more contemplative approach to prayer as well 

as the cultivation of silence.  Those are good things and that use is not so bad, but as we begin this sum-

mer season, perhaps it has something to say to us as well. 

 

We are very busy folks much of the time, each in our own ways.  We are also constantly, I would even say 

incessantly, ñconnectedò via everything from cell phones (now becoming archaic) to the latest technologi-

cal gadgets and gizmos. 

 

In the wonderfully poetic language used in the Episcopal Book of Common Prayer (1979), part of verse 7 

of the Psalm reads, ñThe nations make much ado, and the kingdoms are shakenéò  Sound a little like 

your life? 

 

A while ago I remember reading that one of the effects of the Jewish observance of Sabbath was a re-

minder of our dependence upon God as well as that our identity is not solely determined by what we do, 

how much we earn, or how busy we are. 

 

My hope and prayer is that during this summer season we all will have some time to ñstep awayò from the 

routine and ordinary in order to discover-or recover- rest, re-

freshment, and renewal.  May we become reacquainted with 

our beautiful earth, our families, our spouses, our selves, and, 

most especially, our ñbelovednessò in Godôs eyes.

Oh, by the way, donôt forget to keep our strategic planning 

process (NeXST) in your thoughts and prayers.  Pray that we 

will be open to see and hear Godôs vision and dream for us at 

King of Kings and the part each one of us plays in it.

Here is part of the response from Church World Service for the hygiene kits we collected. 

Please take note of the mission trip opportunity for this October.  How about a group from King of 

Kings? 

Thank you for your participation in the Church World Service Kit collection we had in April. The 

response was overwhelming! Little did I know when I decided to do this that the kits would come by 

the car load. Question: How many boxes of CWS Kits can you stuff into an SUV? Answer: A 

lot!   We picked up boxes and bags of kits from meetings and churches and folks brought them to our 

office by the hundredsðall in all we collected a total of 5,678 kits.  There were 4,827 hygiene 

kits, 504 Baby Care Kits, 329 School Kits and 18 Emergency Clean-up Buckets- with an esti-

mated dollar value of $73,000+. 

 

On April 26 five MSU Spartan football players came to help us load the truck. They toted those 

heavy boxes like they were full of feathers. They loaded over 6,000 lbs. of kits onto the truck that 

was headed for New Windsor, MD. The kits that you all so lovingly assembled are not in the ware-

house at the Brethren Service Center being made ready to ship. Where do CWS kits go? The end of 

the journey for some may be Africa or the Middle East, Central America or somewhere in the United 

States. Just know that the kit you assembled will make a difference in someoneôs life. 

 

Would you like to learn more about what happens to the kits after you send them to New Win-

dsor? Join me for the 7th Learn and Serve Bus Trip to New Windsor and Gettysburg, PA Oct. 

25-29, 2010. It is a great opportunity to do mission work close to home.
